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Minimum Wage Increase Announced
The government has announced that the national minimum wage rate will increase from 1 October 2011 and will be as follows:-
· Workers aged 16 or 17 will be entitled to £3.68 per hour, this is an increase of 4 pence per hour.

· Workers aged between 18-20 years old will receive a 6 pence per hour increase, taking their minimum hourly rate to £4.98.

However, it is apprentices and older workers that will benefit the most from the increase.

· Apprentices will receive a 10 pence per hour increase, and they will therefore be entitled to a minimum of £2.60 per hour.

· Workers over 21 years old will see their rates increase to £6.08 per hour, this is an increase of 15 pence per hour.
